· Funding to a maximum of £5000
· The use of college rooms as venues for free, including the EP Abraham Lecture Theatre (max. capacity 70 people)
· The use of college Zoom/ Teams facilities for free (not free facilities for full hybrid events or recording live events)
· Catering and overnight college accommodation (as available) at reduced internal event rates
· Some administrative and communications support to help you set up and publicise your project.
